In addition to conceptual and refinement engineering, Andrew has been brought into pop-up projects produced by other organizations, to improve the quality, action and reliability while reducing manufacturing costs.  He also provides manufacturing consulting, supervision and on-site QC.  

Andrew is known as one of the most innovative paper engineers working today, having won the coveted Meggendorfer Prize from the Movable Book Society.  He is familiar with all phases of development from concept & design, through pre-press production and bulk hand-assembly.

Andrew provided some technical and character consulting for Brian Selznick's New York Times Best seller: The Invention of Hugo Cabret, the book that inspired the Academy Award winning film HUGO.  This in turn led to an invitation to restore the original ca. 1800 automaton that was a key inspiration for the book, at The Franklin Institute Science Museum, Philadelphia, in April, 2007.

In related fields, Andrew restored the rare 1929 RCA Theremin at The Franklin Institute, which hadn’t worked in more than fifty years. In March 2012, Andrew studied and repaired the legendary Clara Rockmore’s RCA theremin, at the Musical Instrument Museum in Phoenix, AZ.
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
